This new scholarship will provide an additional way for severely injured servicemembers to accomplish their educational goals,” stated Chancellor and University founder, Henry Herzing, a veteran of the U.S. Navy.

Herzing University presently offers significantly reduced tuition rates to military students, and will extend discounts to their families and veterans at the start of the May semester 2009.
